Nicole Himes (GSC).  Together they organized the Combined Fall FTX at Point Pleasant with 

Marshall University ROTC, executed combat water survival training at multiple locations, 

hosted the first Ranger Challenge Scrimmage on WVSU campus, facilitated small arms ranges 

at both Glenville campus as well as vicinity WVSU at the State Police range, conducted two 

world -class homecoming events with the M1A1 PAC 75mm howitzer, hosted the 33rd annual 

Hall of Fame ceremony,  and placed 9 th (among 20 similar schools) in the Ranger Challenge 

competition at Fort Pickett, VA.  This has been a truly busy semester, with eleven color guard 

events in 16 weeks, and each of the Senior Cadets maintaining a GPA over 3.10!
